Classroom Policies and Procedures:
Communication:

Class Rules: Be prepared, follow directions, behave respectfully and adhere to all CAHS guidelines everyday.  Insubordination or disrespectful behavior will not be tolerated. In addition, there is no food allowed in the classroom (and may be thrown away if brought). 
Sleeping in class is inappropriate and unacceptable.  If you are ill, ask to see the nurse or make arrangements to go home. In addition, please have all electronic devices off and out of sight as all CAHS policies are enforced.
Class Materials: In addition to a science notebook where you keep all of your notes and materials and something to write with, you will need colored pencils and index cards.
Textbook: We will use the CK-12 Biology Concepts online textbook.  I will include a link to each unit of the text on the course website (sheets-biology.weebly.com)

Grades: Assessments in the class will include tests, quizzes, projects, labs, and sometimes homework.  
Quizzes will be frequent (1-2 times per week, usually Tuesday and/or Friday).  If you are excused absent, quizzes are usually excused.  If you are unexcused absent or tardy, you will receive a 0.   The majority of the class points will be from Quizzes and Tests
Note when I ask why, how, or to explain on any assessment, I expect you to give a good, full, and reasoned response if you want credit.  Your rationale is as important as your answer.

Your final grade will be calculated by multiplying your percentage from each grading period by 2/9,   and the course final by 1/9.  The sum will be your final grade. 
Lab Fee: There is a lab fee for all CAHS sciences; the fee for Biology is $5.00.  
Hall Passes: Hall passes are to be used for restroom use only, locker passes will be given rarely.  Per CAHS policy, they may not be used during the first or last 10 minutes of class.  Also, your timeliness, class behavior and recent usage may limit your use of the pass. 
Attendance: Attendance is required and can affect your grade.  Success in any course depends on your presence, your attitude, and your effort.  It is your responsibility to find out what material was covered in class the day(s) that you were absent and to make arrangements with me.  You are expected to complete all assignments missed for knowledge and experience regardless of grade-earning status.  If Excused absent, you will earn a grade or exemption status; if Unexcused, you will earn a “0” 
Suspension is treated as an unexcused absence, though you may earn exemption status.  You are expected to behave in a manner that allows you to avoid suspension.  Parents should arrange to pick-up the work within the first and you are expected to turn in all assignments missed by the day of your return to earn exemption status.  If you do not turn in missed work on the day of your return, you will earn a zero on all assignments missed.  
Tardiness: You are expected to be in the room and near your seat and ready to begin by the bell or you are considered tardy. The CAHS tardy policy will be enforced.

Make up work:  All assignments will be available in a student-accessible file each day and you are responsible for obtaining all assignments missed due to absence from class and for turning them in within one day of your return.  Any work due the day you were absent is due the day you return to school. Missed tests must be taken the day you return to CAHS; it is YOUR responsibility to make arrangements with me on the day of your return. 
Late Work: All collected homework is due on the date specified and at the very beginning of class. Anything turned in after the start of class is considered late and will receive a reduction in points.  Homework will be accepted up to one day late for a 50% reduction.  Class work will never be accepted late.
Academic Honesty:  All work you submit must be your own and must not be shared for copying.  All resources must be cited when reporting.  Academic misconduct will not be tolerated.
